3. Comprehensive guidance 
a. UCA - Utah college application week is happening the week of Oct. 30th.
b. Reps from universities help with getting their applications done.  It’s a chance to be more proactive about helping students to get them done.

d. SHHS has a 7 week program to help students struggling with anxiety and mental health. There are some grief and loss groups as well. This used to be called "Friendship." We decided to call it "21st Century Skills" because it focuses on soft skills; helps with problem solving, communication and social skills.
e. Follow-up on previous discussion on students trying to check out or drop out of classes for different reasons. Danny and Ralph have been writing up a proposal to help with students dropping. They can transfer for any reason up to mid-term. Midterm will be the absolute deadline for dropping a class. Angela Rogers wanted to know if they could choose to take an online class instead. The state school board allows a credit to be replaced by credit recovery. You just have to say when you take the course; you need to let the school know that you're replacing the credit with the online class. All agreed that this policy is fair.

5. School Improvement Plan
a. Goal #1

i. Make sure all students are receiving the same quality of education. Meeting this goal through collaboration teams.  

ii. Question about taking out activities that don't align with the core curriculum. Mostly what we've seen is that there are more interesting activities that are taking place and they're more aligned with the core.

iii. District math team is looking for some other measurable that are more reasonable and achievable.  We have 60% that are signed up for concurrent enrollment. We're making progress towards the big picture goals. Discussion about students with anxiety and concurrent enrollment.

iv. Question on monitoring student learning and responding to students who are struggling. Faculty fill out the weekly report and the administration meet to discuss students who are not doing well and what we can do to support them. 
v. Formative assessments throughout are also helping students to know what they're learning and what they're not doing.  Assessments before tests help students a lot. The math team is breaking it down by concept and doing problems with each other, so they're doing a much better job collaborating and helping students know what they don't know.

vi. Discussion about class sizes - numbers are pretty good, compared to the middle school.

b. Goal #2

i. Journaling, doing service, hash tags, celebrations and the positive school culture are doing a good job to meet this goal.
ii. We now have an LIA in the school. Kacie Bosone is doing a great job.  Student council thought that their lunchtime activity was the best one.

6. 1 to 1 Devices
a. Payson and Spanish fork are both 1 to 1. The PTSA all say that it's been great. They haven't had a problem with them being used inappropriately. They have to pay a rental fee or deposit on them $20. And optional insurance on them. Parents from both schools say that the kids like having it and they think it's positive. Parents thought it was great because the family usually shares one computer and they like that they can use a computer and not kick off everyone else. This all helps with homework. Given to every student who paid the fee checked it out (some fees are waived). Students can check out a chrome book at the library.
